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1. Introduction 

1.1 Preliminary note 

DB Systel's VDS (Virtual Desktop Service) is a platform for centrally provisioning virtual desktops and IT 
applications. 

 

VDS supplements the existing product portfolio: 

 IT applications and desktops are not run directly on the end user device, as usual, but instead on 
central servers in Deutsche Bahn's managed cloud. 

 Applications, desktops and data can be accessed from any end user device. 

 Image data and mouse and keyboard inputs are typically all that is transferred between the end 
user device and the VDS servers. 

 

This document is primarily intended for users who interact with one of the following types of end user 
device: 

 VDS thin client 

 Client managed by DB Systel (BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX) 

 Client not managed by DB Systel (DB Group companies, subcontractors) 
PCs, Macs or mobile end user devices (tablets, smartphones) 

 

To use VDS, you must first prepare your end user device as described in Section 2.  

Section 5 provides useful tips and tricks for working with VDS. 

 

To use VDS, you will need: 

 A valid DB User account (Standard or Advanced) with the authorisations required to use VDS 

 An end user device that meets the technical prerequisites for using VDS (see 2.2) and the 
regulations stipulated by Deutsche Bahn (see Link).

2 During a maintenance window, all active or disconnected VDS user sessions are automatically logged off 
after prior notification of the users. Unsaved documents may be lost. However, it is possible to log on again 
immediately.  
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1.3 Supported end user devices and access methods 

You need to have the Citrix Workspace software installed on your end user device to use VDS (see Section 
2.2). Therefore, only end user devices on which the Citrix Receiver can be installed can be used. Click here 
for more information about the Citrix Workspace app (see also Section 2.2.3).

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2. Preparing the end user device 

2.1 Network connection 

Ensure that your end user device is connected to the BKU network via one of the following options.  

 A direct, cable-based (LAN) connection to the BKU network 

 A direct, wireless (Wi-Fi) connection to the BKU network 

 Dial-in via RAS-VPN (DB Secure Access Portal) 

 Access via SMS tokens in the Virtual Desktop Service Portal 2 

 

Refer to the RAS-VPN user guide (see 1) to find out how to connect your end user device to the Deutsche 
Bahn corporate network.

2.2 Installing the Citrix Workspace app on your client/end user device 

2.2.1 Using a thin client 

If you use a thin client to access VDS, you can skip Section 2.2. The Citrix Workspace software required for 
VDS is already preinstalled and configured. You simply need to start the thin client and log on using your 
login data. 

2.2.2 Clients managed by DB Systel (BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX/tablet/smartphone) 

For BKU 7/X, BWP and MDX clients, the current Citrix Workspace app is automatically preinstalled. The 
Citrix client is automatically started in the background and appears in the info area of the taskbar after you 
log on.  

End user devices (tablets, smartphones) managed via EMM (Enterprise Mobility Management) can install 
Citrix Workspace via the "DB Appstore". 
 

 

 

 

                                                     

2.2.3 Clients not managed by DB Systel (DB Group companies, subcontractors, non-BKU clients) 

If you use a PC, Mac or mobile end user device (tablet, smartphone) that is not operated or managed by 
DB Systel, you will need to install the Citrix Workspace software on the end user device yourself.  

The Citrix Workspace App is available for many operating systems (e.g. Mac OS, Windows, Android, iOS 
etc.) and types of end user device and can be downloaded from https://www.citrix.com/de-
de/downloads/workspace-app/.  

To use VDS, you will need Citrix Workspace 18.x or higher.  

(We recommend using version 19.09 or higher in order to optimise the Microsoft Teams audio 
transmission.)  

If you need assistance installing the Citrix client software on a client that is not managed by DB Systel, 
please get in touch with your local IT contact.  

DB Systel's IT Service Desk does not provide support for clients not managed by DB Systel. 
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3. Logging on to VDS 

3.1 Clients managed by DB Systel (BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX) 

If you work with a client managed by DB Systel, some of the VDS applications activated for you are 
automatically displayed in the start menu of your end user device. 

You can also launch all your applications via the VDS web portal (https://vds.intranet.deutschebahn.com). 
 

3.2 Tablets and smartphones managed by DB Systel 

To access applications from a mobile device, you need the Citrix Workspace app (see 2.2.2). 
On EMM-managed tablets and smartphones, the F5 Edge Client is installed automatically to establish a 
VPN connection. However, this is only possible if you have ordered "DB Mobile Intranet" in Serviceportal 
DB Systel. 

A VPN connection is required to launch a VDS user session. First, launch the F5 Edge Client.

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3.3 Clients not managed by DB Systel (DB Group companies, subcontractors) 

If you are using a client that is not managed by DB Systel, you can access VDS via the Virtual Desktop 
Service Portal. This includes mobile end user devices (tablets and smartphones). 

Requirements: 

1. Internet connection 

2. Web browser and Citrix Workspace app (see Section 2.2.3) 

3. RAS/RAC-VPN token (hardware or SMS token) 

 
You do not need a separate RAS-VPN connection to access VDS via the Virtual Desktop Service Portal, 
since the connection is already secured when you log on to the portal. 

Open the following page in your web browser and authenticate yourself using your BKU user account 
details and your RAS-VPN PIN + token code (RAS-VPN access is required).

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Once you have logged in, the VDS applications activated for you are displayed on the VDS desktop. 
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3.4 VDS thin client 

One of the following logon screens appears automatically when the VDS thin client is started. Enter the 
user ID and password for your DB User account here. A connection to "VDS Desktop" is then automatically 
established.  

Please note:  

The "Domain" and "Server" fields are preset and should not be changed.  

 

 
 

After you successfully log on, the workstation environment and desktop of your Enterprise VDS are loaded.  

More information about using the VDS thin client is available in the "Thin Client Benutzeranleitung" (thin 
client user guide). 
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4. Using VDS 

4.1 VDS desktop  

VDS offers applications as follows: 

 If you access VDS from a client managed by DB Systel (BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX), only individual 
VDS applications are listed in the start menu. 

 If you access VDS from a client not managed by DB Systel (DB Group companies, subcontractors) 
or from a VDS thin client, the "VDS Desktop" appears. 

Note: "VDS Desktop" is not displayed in the start menu on a client managed by DB Systel 
(BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX). 

  

4.2 Access to applications 

You can load applications as you usually would, via the start menu or the search from within VDS Desktop. 

4.3 VDS profile data 

For each new connection and start of an individual application, settings and data are required for the user 
and application that contain the configuration at runtime. These are saved when the VDS user session is 
terminated and provided again the next time you start the application. 
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4.4 Setting up OneDrive 

If you have an O365 licence, you can access your data via the integrated OneDrive client. The first time you 
log on to VDS, you will be prompted to configure the client. Enter your e-mail address 
(xy@deutschebahn.com). A wizard will then guide you through the initial configuration.  
 

 

 

 

4.5 Accessing PersonalDrive (former X drive) 

PersonalDrive is a personal network drive on which configurations and personal documents are saved (see 
Sections 5.2/5.3). 

Just like in previous versions, VDS X allows you to store your documents in PersonalDrive (former X drive). 
However, you no longer have to do so. You can now use VDS applications even if you do not want to use 
PersonalDrive.  

This saves costs but also reduces the VDS platform's range of features: 

The contents of the following folders are discarded when you log off: 

 Desktop 

 Documents (My Documents) 

 Downloads 

 Internet Explorer favourites 

 

If you want to use the full range of features of the VDS platform (especially Enterprise VDS), please 
ensure that you have ordered PersonalDrive in Serviceportal DB Systel.

4.6 Access to team drives  

During a VDS user session, BKU network drives are accessed via Windows Explorer, which you are 
already accustomed to doing when working on your BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX client. 
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5. Tips for using VDS 

5.1 Installing your own software 

VDS users are not allowed to install their own software, such as plug-ins for Internet Explorer, from within 
the VDS Desktop environment. All available VDS applications are listed here. (If an application that you 
need is missing from the list, you can contact us using the contact details and e-mail address provided on 
the VDS page). 

5.2 Migrating settings and documents 

Settings and documents from your previous end user device are not automatically transferred to VDS. 
Once you have configured the settings you require, however, they are saved and made available the next 
time you log on. 

Settings are not synchronised between your end user device and VDS.  

5.3 Using MS Teams 

Comprehensive documentation has been provided by the team responsible for Microsoft Office.

5.4 Storing documents 

Documents should be saved to the following locations when working with VDS: 

 Personal OneDrive 

 SharePoint/Teams  

 Team drives 

 PersonalDrive 

 ATHENE 

 

Please note: It is not possible to store documents on the C:\ drive of the VDS server. 

Windows folders such as "My Documents" or "Desktop" are automatically redirected to your PersonalDrive 
for VDS. Files you save to the desktop in VDS, for example, are automatically saved to 
X:\Documents\Desktop.

5.6 Exchanging data between the end user device and VDS 

If you use a client managed by DB Systel (BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX) or a VDS thin client, you can exchange 
data between your end user device and VDS as follows: 
 

1. Via the clipboard (copy/paste) 
2. Via client drives (local or network drives)  

 
The drives of your end user device are displayed somewhat differently during a VDS user session, as 
shown in the following example.

The drive letters of the client drives are assigned as they are on the client during a VDS user session, 
provided that these letters are not already being used. 
 
 
When you log on to VDS for the first time, you may need to confirm the type of access to the drives on your 
end user device once.  
 
Note: Doing so merely confirms the type of access you use for them. It does not grant any other VDS user 
or administrator access to your client drives. 
 
 

 
 

Note:  

The configuration only needs to be made once and is automatically applied the next time you log on to 
VDS. 

Users of clients that are not managed by DB Systel do not have access to your local client drives. You can 
use external SharePoint etc. to share data. If you have any further questions, please contact DB Systel 
Helpdesk. 
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5.7 Working on the go 

You can also use VDS from outside your office, provided you have a mobile data connection (internet 
connection). For clients managed by DB Systel (BKU/GMD/BWP/MDX), an RAS VPN connection is 
necessary. For clients not managed by DB Systel (DB Group companies, subcontractors), an internet 
connection is required. In both cases, however, the network connection (mobile network) must be stable. It 
is not possible to work when the connection is interrupted.  

 

 VDS user sessions always require an active connection to the Deutsche Bahn corporate network.  
 
VDS cannot be used offline. 

 
 When the network connection is momentarily interrupted, your VDS user session retains its "active" 

status for up to 180 seconds. The session screen then "freezes" while an attempt to re-establish 
the connection to VDS is made in the background. If the connection cannot be re-established within 
the 180-second period, the VDS user session is assigned "disconnected" status on the VDS 
platform. This means that the VDS user session and all open applications retain "active" status; an 
attempt to automatically re-establish the connection is not made, however. The connection must 
then be initiated manually (see Section 5.8). 
 
Exception: When a VDS thin client is used, the window is closed a few seconds after connectivity 
has been lost and several automatic attempts are made to re-establish the connection at 30-
second intervals.  

5.8 Interrupting and re-establishing VDS user sessions 

Desktops and applications provided via Enterprise VDS are run on central servers in the managed cloud of 
Deutsche Bahn and can be used on many different end user devices. 

VDS user sessions always have one of the following statuses: 

A) Active  The end user device is connected to a user session and the session is being actively 
used. 

B) Active (idle)  The user session is connected but idling (i.e. no mouse or keyboard input; after a 
period of four hours, the user session is automatically disconnected.) 

C) Disconnected  The end user device is not connected to a user session; however, user sessions 
are maintained on the VDS servers for a period of one hour and can be reconnected during this 
time. Your existing user session will be launched when you open your application or desktop 
session again. 

 

When is a VDS user session disconnected? 

A) If you are connected to VDS and have not made any mouse or keyboard inputs for a certain 
amount of time (idle), the user session will be automatically disconnected.  

B) A user session can also be disconnected if your end user device loses its active connection to 
Enterprise VDS (see Section 5.5). 

C) You can also disconnect a VDS user session via the relevant menus on the Citrix client. 

 

Disconnected user sessions can be reconnected from any VDS-capable end user device, at which point 
you can continue working where you left off. 

 

When is a disconnected user session logged off? 

A disconnected VDS user session is automatically logged off if you do not reconnect within a certain 
amount of time.  

 

Unsaved documents may be lost!

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5.9 Printing 

5.9.1 VDS thin client 

If you use a thin client, you will continue to have the familiar printing functionality of a Windows end user 
device at your disposal during VDS user sessions (printer portal). 
  
 
This functionality differs from that of your BKU client in the following ways: 
 

 Printers are not automatically made available during the VDS user session. 
 Local printers (USB) are not connected to the VDS thin client as per the DB print concept. As a 

result, local printers are not supported. 
 
Information about how to connect to a network printer from a VDS thin client during a VDS user session can 
be found in Section 5.9.3. 
 

5.9.2 Using the Citrix Workspace app on a fat client (Windows, Mac OSX) 

If you establish a VDS user session on a fat client, all printers configured on your end user device are 
automatically integrated into the user session every time you log on.  
 
You can identify these printers based on their designation "(from client name) in session xyz", whereby the 
client name corresponds to the network name of your fat client. The "Comments" column also contains the 
description "Auto Created Client Printer" (see screenshot below). 
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5.9.3 Connecting a BKU network printer 

This section describes how you can connect a network printer during a VDS user session.  

Launch the "Printer Portal (new)" from the Windows start menu:

When you have launched the Printer Portal, the following screen appears: 
 

 
 

 
If you know the explicit printer name, you can enter it directly in the "Filter" field. 
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You can also search for a printer using the filter options provided. In the above example, we filtered by 
postal code and building name. 
 
Select the printer and click "Add" at the bottom of the screen. 
After a short time, the printer symbol appears next to the printer you selected (see screenshot below). 
You can also click the "Installed Printers" button to display your configured 
printers.

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6. Using a VDS thin client 

6.1 Preparing 

6.1.1 DB User account 

You will need a valid DB User account with the appropriate authorisation to log on to Enterprise VDS.  

6.1.2 Connecting 

The following connections are required to use a thin client: 

 The thin client is connected to the IP corporate network of Deutsche Bahn (see Section 2.1) via a 
network cable.  

 The client is connected to the power supply via a power cable. 

 The client is connected to a monitor. 

6.2 Starting the thin client 

6.2.1 Starting 

Switch the thin client on using the on/off button (see picture below): 
 

                             
 
The operating system loads and the logon screen of the Citrix client appears. 
 
Note: Starting the thin client takes a little time. Please wait until the Citrix client logon screen appears. 

6.2.2 Logging on to Enterprise VDS from the Citrix client 

Section 0 describes how to log on to Enterprise VDS from the Citrix Workspace app.  

The logon screen automatically displays when you start the VDS thin client. Enter your BKU user ID and 
password here. A connection to "VDS Desktop" is then automatically established. After you successfully log 
on, the workstation environment and desktop of your Enterprise VDS are loaded.  
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6.2.3 Logging off and locking the screen in VDS 

You can use the "Windows + L" key combination to lock the screen and protect it against unauthorised 
access when you are away, as you would with your desktop computer. You can also choose the Windows 
Start button, click the person icon and choose "Lock". 

 

 

6.3 Switching off the thin client 

You are automatically taken back to the home screen of the thin client when you successfully log off "VDS 
Desktop". The thin client can then be switched off by pressing the on/off button on the device. It is not 
necessary to shut down the operating system. 
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6.4 Connections and controls 

6.4.1 Front-side connections

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6.5 Connecting local peripheral devices to the thin client 

6.5.1 Connecting a USB mouse  

Connect the USB mouse to a USB port on the device.  

6.5.2 Connecting a USB keyboard 

Connect the USB keyboard to a USB port on the device.  

If the keyboard cable is not permanently connected to the keyboard, insert the rectangular connector of the 
cable into the rectangular jack on the top or bottom side of the keyboard. 

6.5.3 Connecting a USB stick/USB hard disk drive 

USB sticks in "FAT32" format are supported. Other formats and USB hard disk drives are not supported. 

6.5.4 Connecting a local printer 

It is not possible to connect a local printer to the thin client. 

6.5.5 Connecting headphones/headset 

Headphones can be connected to the line-out jack on the front or rear side of the thin client. Commonly 
used headsets are recognised by the thin client and can be used in VDS sessions with MS Teams. 

6.5.6 Connecting a Kensington lock 

A Kensington lock can be connected to the Kensington lock security slot on the rear side of the thin client.
